Elements:

·  Strong Opener

· Startling/Interesting Fact, Quote or Anecdote that relates to your topic

· Bold Statement

· Necessary Background Information

· Info on your creator/chosen work/time period/other

· Consider: what do we need to begin understanding your work?

· Lead in to thesis

· Get the reader ready for your thesis

· One or two sentences to bridge the gap between your background info and your thesis

· Thesis

· Last sentence of your introduction

· Tells us what to expect in your paper

· Creator/Work/Impact or Influence

General Guidelines:

· Start broad

· Give the reader something they can easily understand in their general world

· Narrow your focus

· Take the reader from the opening lines to your topic by providing relevant background information

· Bridge to your thesis

· Relate the information you just provided, with the idea of the importance of your work of art

· Thesis

· State your thesis, which explains why your chosen work matters and is influential
